Please make sure to assign beneficiaries to your account. Once you have named a beneficiary, be sure to
review your choices regularly and update them after certain life events, such as marriage, divorce, the birth of a
child, or a death in the family.

1. Log on to your account through NetBenefits.com/UPHS.
2. From the home page, click on Accounts & Benefits, then Update your beneficiaries.
3. Indicate whether you are married or not.

If you would like to assign someone other than your spouse as your primary beneficiary, you will
need to complete a Spousal Consent Form at the end of this process. Otherwise, your beneficiary
designations will become effective as soon as you complete the online designation process.

4. You may enter a person, estate, organization, or trust as a beneficiary. Depending on which you
choose, you will be asked to provide additional information.

5. Next, you'll need to assign your Beneficiary(ies) to each of your plans. Each plan must have a
total 100% assignment between one or all of your listed beneficiaries.

6. If desired, add Contingent Beneficiaries. A contingent beneficiary is your second choice to
receive the value of your retirement account if your primary beneficiary(ies) is (are) not living at
the time of your death.

7. Review the beneficiary information you've entered and click "Submit” to complete the setup.

Change your contribution amount

1. Log on to NetBenefits at NetBenefits.com/UPHS.
2.From the home page, under Take action, select "Manage Contributions”.
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3.Select the plan you would like to update, then click “Contribution Amount” and follow the prompts
to enter your new desired contirbution amount.

Your changes will generally take effectin 1 to 2 pay periods depending upon
when your employer makes your requested payroll change.

5. Confirm that the information you entered is correct and click on Submit. Once submitted, the Contribution
Amount Confirmation page will appear. Print or save for your records.
